Effective June 4,1956 — Public Law No. 522

OPTION No. 1 OPTION No. 2

(a) Inboards, outboards, and auxiliaries under 26 feet in 
length, carry, as before, a combination red and green lantern 
forward and an all around white light aft; show, as before, both 
lights when running under power alone. Auxiliaries, if running 
under both sail and power, show both lights instead of just the 
all around white light. Also, auxiliaries, if running under sail 
alone, show the combination lantern instead of the all around 
white light.

(b) Inboards, outboards, and auxiliaries of 26 feet or more, 
but not more than 65 feet, in length, and under 40 gross tons in 
weight, carry, as before, a 20 point white light forward, an all 
around white light aft, and separate red and green sidelights; 
show, as before, each of these lights when running under power 
alone. Auxiliaries, if running under both sail and power, show 
each of these lights instead of just the sidelights. If running under 
sail alone, auxiliaries show, as before, the red and green side­
lights and turn ofF the white lights.

In the case of Option 2, inboards, outboards, and auxiliaries, 
under or over 26 feet in length, but not more than 65 feet in 
length, and under 40 gross tons in weight, carry either a com­
bination lantern or separate red and green sidelights, a 20 point 
white light forward, and a 12 point white light at the stern; 
show each of these lights when running under power alone or 
both sail and power. Auxiliaries, if running under sail alone, turn 
ofF the 20 point white light and show the sidelights (or combined 
lantern) and the 12 point white stern light.

Pertinent details for inboards, outboards, and auxiliaries sub­
ject to the Motorboat Act which exercise Option 2 are to be found 
in Rules 2 (a), 7 (a), 7 (b), and 10 (a) of the Regulations for 
Preventing Collisions at Sea, 1948, commonly referred to as Inter­
national Rules. When checking the characteristics of the lights 
and their required separation, if the boat is less than 40 gross 
tons. Rules 7 (b), 7 (a), and 10 (a) should be read and applied 
in the order listed in this sentence, and Rule 2 (a) omitted.

The MARR Visible Whistle Signal was developed because of the urgent need for such a device as emphasized by 
the increasing number of collisions of ships at sea, due to the failure of adjacent ships to hear or to properly 
interpret the audible whistle signals.

This is especially true since the adoption of Air Whistles on Diesel powered ships. In steam powered ships, the 
steam from the whistles can be clearly seen before the sound is heard and the ship signalling can be usually identi­
fied in the daytime, but even with steam in the night or in fog or mist, the steam whistle might be heard but
would still be invisible.

This light shall be so devised that it will operate simultaneously and in conjunction with the 
whistle sounding mechanism, and remain ignited or visible during the same period as the sound 
signal."

It will be noted that the above Rule requires visibility for only one mile while the MARR Signal provides visi­
bility in every direction far in excess of the mile specified.

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CLOUD FORMATIONS AND SYMBOLS

1. Cirrus, (Ci.)—Detached clouds, delicate and fibrous looking, taking the form of feathers, generally of a white color, sometimes 
arranged in belts which cross a portion of the sky in great circles, and, by an effect of perspective, converging toward one or two oppo­
site points of the horizon.

2. Cirro-Stratus, (Ci-S.)—A thin, whitish sheet, sometimes completely covering the sky and only giving it a whitish appearance, or 
at others presenting, more or less distinctly, a formation like a tangled web. This sheet often produces halos around the sun and moon.

3. Cirro-Cumulus, (Ci-Cu.)—Small globular masses or white flakes, having no shadows, or only very slight shadows, arranged in 
groups and often in lines.

4. Alto-Cumulus, (A.-Cu.)—Rather large globular masses, white or grayish, partially shaded, arranged in groups or lines, and often 
so closely packed that their edges appear confused. The detached masses are generally larger and more compact at the center of the 
group; at the margin they form into finer flakes. They often spread themselves out in lines in one or two directions.

5. Alto-Stratus, (A.-S.)—A thick sheet of gray or bluish color, showing a brilliant patch in the neighborhood of the sun or moon, 
and which, without causing halos, may give rise to coronae. This form goes through all the changes like the Cirro-Stratus, but its altitude 
is only half as great.

6. Strato-Cumulus, (S.-Cu.)—Large globular masses or rolls of dark cloud, frequently covering the whole sky, especially in winter, 
and occasionally giving it a wavy appearance. The layer of Strato-Cumulus is not, as a rule, very thick, and patches of blue sky are 
often visible through the intervening spaces. All sorts of transitions between this form and the Alto-Cumulus are noticeable. It may be 
distinguished from Nimbus by its globular or rolled appearance and also because it does not bring rain.

7. Nimbus, (N.)—Rain clouds; a thick layer of dark clouds, without shape and with ragged edges, from which continued rain or
snow generally falls. Through the openings of these clouds an upper layer of Cirro-Stratus or Alto-Stratus may almost invariably be 
seen. If the layer of Nimbus separates into shreds or if small loose clouds are visible floating at a low level underneath a large Nimbus, 
they may be described as Fracto-Nimbus (Fr.-N.), the "scud" of sailors.

8. Cumulus, (Cu.)—Woolpack clouds; thick clouds of which the upper surface is domeshaped and exhibits protuberances, while
the base is horizontal. When these clouds are opposite the sun the surfaces usually presented to the observer have a greater brilliance 
than the margins of the protuberances. When the light falls aslant, they give deep shadows; when, on the contrary, the clouds are on the 
same side as the sun, they appear dark with bright edges. The true Cumulus has clear superior and inferior limits. It is often broken up
by strong winds, and the detached portions undergo continual changes. These may be distinguished by the name of Fracto-Cumulus
(Fr.-Cu.).

P
9. Cumulo-Nimbus, (Cu.-N.)—The thunder-cloud or shower-clou d; heavy masses of clouds rising in the form of mountains, turrets, 

or anvils, generally having a sheet or screen of fibrous appearance above, and a mass of clouds similar to Nimbus underneath. From the 
base there usually fall local showers of rain or of snow (occasionally hail or soft hail).

10. Stratus, (S.)—A horizontal sheet of lifted fog; when this sheet is broken up into irregular shreds by the wind or by the summits 
of mountains, it may be distinguished by the name of Fracto-Stratus (Fr.-S.).

11. Fracto-Stratus, (Fr.-S.)—A horizontal sheet of lifted fog broken into irregular shreds by wind or the summits of mountains.

12. Fracto-Cumulus, (Fr.-Cu.)—Cumulus, when broken up by strong winds, undergo continual changes. These are distinguished by 
the name of Fracto-Cumulus (Fr.-Cu.).

WHISTLE SIGNALS FOR POWER BOATSRULES OF THE ROAD
A vessel's rights cannot be altered by whistle signals, the one 

which whistles first gains no rights over another, cross signals 
are unlawful.

If the signal is correct for the circumstances, answer it, if it 
is not give the danger signal, stop, and come to an under­
standing.

1— Short blast—I wish to leave you on my port.
2— Short blasts—I wish to leave you on my starboard.
3— Short blasts—My engines are going astern. 1 am doing my 

best to stop.
4— Short blasts—Danger, stop, your signals are not clear or are 

not satisfactory to me.
4—Long blasts—Raise the bridge.
Whistle signals are never given to or by a sail boat.

A power boat gives way to a sail boat except when being 
overtaken.

Power boats meeting head on pass portside to portside, unless 
signaled otherwise.

Any vessel being overtaken by another has the right of way.

Any vessel having right of way shall hold her course and speed, 
unless such action would cause a collision.

The danger zone is from dead ahead to two points abaft the 
starboard beam.

Any power boat having another in its danger zone shall give 
way to the other and shall, if necessary, alter course, slacken 
speed, stop or reverse.

A vessel (under 65 ft.) using both sail and power, acts as a 
power boat by day, but as a sail boat by night.

A sail boat running free gives way to the one close hauled.

A sail boat running free with the wind on the port, gives way 
to one running free with the wind on the starboard.

A sail boat close hauled with wind on the port, gives way to 
one close hauled with wind on the starboard.

When two sail boats are running alike, the one to the windward 
gives way.
