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Sj. OPTION No. 2
In the case of Option 2, inboards, outboards and auxiliaries, 

under or over 26 feet in length, but not more than 65 feet in 
length, and under 40 gross tons in weight, carry either a com­
bination lantern or separate red and green sidelights, a 20 point 
white light forward, and a 12 point white light at the stern; 
show each of these lights when running under power alone or 
both sail and power. Auxiliaries, if running under sail alone, turn 
off the 20 point white light and show the sidelights (or combined 
lantern) and the 12 point white stern light.

Pertinent details for inboards, outboards, and auxiliaries sub­
ject to the Motorboat Act which exercise Option 2 are to be found 
in Rules 2 (a), 7 (a), 7 (b), and 10 (a) of the Regulations for 
Preventing Collisions at Sea, 1948, commonly referred to as Inter­
national Rules. When checking the characteristics of the lights 
and their required separation, if the boat is less than 40 gross 
tons, Rules 7 (b), 7 (a), and 10 (a) should be read and applied 
in the order listed in this sentence, and Rule 2 (a) omitted.

Option No. 1 Lights are Legal on Inland Waters, Western Rivers, and The Great Lakes only. Visibility 
requirements. Sidelights 1 Mile. Bow and Stern Lights 2 Miles.
Option No. 2 are New International Rule Lights legal anywhere, Inland Waters, Lakes, or High Seas. 
Visibility requirements, Sidelights 1 Mile. Bow and Stern Lights 3 Miles.

OPTION No. 1:
(a) Inboards, outboards, and auxiliaries under 26 feet in 

length, carry, as before, a combination red and green lantern 
forward and on all around white light aft; show, as before, both 
lights when running under power alone. Auxiliaries, if running 
under both sail and power, show both lights instead of just the 
all around white light. Also, auxiliaries, if running under sail 
alone, show the combination lantern instead of the all around 
white light.

(b) Inboards, outboards, and auxiliaries of 26 feet or more, 
but not more than 65 feet in length, and under 40 gross tons in 
weight, carry, as before, a 20 point white light forward, an all 
around white light aft, and separate red and green sidelights; 
show, as before, each of these lights when running under power 
alone. Auxiliaries, if running under both sail and power, show 
each of these lights instead of just the sidelights. If running under 
sail alone, auxiliaries show, as before, the red and green side­
lights and turn off the white lights.

For determining "class" the length of a boat is the dis­
tance measured from end to end over the deck excluding 
sheer. It means a straight line measurement of the overall 
length from the foremost part of the vessel to the aftermost 
part of the vessel, measured parallel to the centerline. Bow­
sprits, bumpkins, rudders, outboard motors and brackets, 
and similar fittings or attachments are not to be included in 
the measurement. Length shall be stated in feet and inches.

Guide" (CG-340) or inquire at any Coast Guard Marine 
Inspection office.

Ventilation. Two or more ventilators with cowls or 

equivalent capable of removing gases from the bilges in 
engine and fuel-tank compartments on boats constructed or 
decked over after April 25, 1940, using gasoline or fuel of 
a flashpoint less than 110° F. Motorboats so constructed 
as to have the greater portion of the bilges under the engine 
and fuel tanks open and exposed to the natural atmosphere at 
all times are not required to be fitted with such ventilators.

Flame Arrester. Carburetors on all motorboat engines 
(other than outboard engines or specifically exempted in­
boards) built after April 25, 1940, shall be fitted with an 
approved device for arresting backfire. Installations made 
before November 19, 1952, need not meet the detailed re­
quirements of present specifications and may be continued 
in use so long as they are in good condition.

FIRE EXTINGUISHERS REQUIRED
Each fire extinguisher is classified, by letter and number, 

according to the type of fire it may be expected to extinguish, 
and the size of the extinguisher. The letter indicates the 
type of fire ("A" for fires in ordinary combustible materials; 
"B" for gasoline, oil, and grease fires; "C" for fires in elec­
trical equipment). Extinguishers approved for motorboats 
are hand-portable, of either B-l or B-ll classification.

NOTE. Carbon tetrachloride extinguishers and others of the toxic 
vaporizing-liquid type such as chlorobromomethane are no longer 
approved and are not accepted as required fire extinguishers.

The number of approved extinguishers required depends 
upon the class (or length) of the motorboat. One B-ll ex­
tinguisher may be substituted for two B-l extinguishers. 
When the engine compartment of the motorboat is equipped 
with a fixed (built-in) extinguishing system of an approved 
type, one less B-l extinguisher is required.

The Perko heritage dates back to 1907 when the late Frederick Perkins 
with his son, Louis, founded a small shop in Brooklyn, N. Y. to manufac­
ture oil lanterns and navigational lights for the maritime industry. Soon 
the quality of their products became recognized and the company 
prospered to the point where it incorporated in 1917. During the 
decades to follow, the original Brooklyn shop was expanded many times 
to keep pace with the growing demand for the ever broadening Perko 
line. By 1960 further plant expansion was no longer feasible because 
of property limitations.

At this point the surviving Co-Founder, Louis Perkins, decided to move 
the entire operations to its present 90,000 square foot facility in Miami, 
Florida. He coordinated and supervised the monumental relocation and 
played a vital role in planning the highly efficient plant layout.

As a result of his vision and determination, all manufacturing facilities 
in the Miami plant are effectively arranged under one roof. Every step 
of production from the bronze and die cast foundry to final assembly 
and inspection is completely coordinated.

Before his passing in 1964, Louis E. Perkins devoted his efforts to mak­
ing sure his new plant, the most modern in the industry, produced 
quality products worthy of the Perko name he founded.
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
